Cove Neck was originally settled by the Smith Family, the descendants of Richard (The Bull) Smith, patentee and founder of Smithtown, Cove Neck is a private community situated on a peninsula that extends from Oyster Bay Cove between the waters of Oyster Bay Harbor and Cold Spring Harbor.  Home of the late president Theodore Roosevelt , whose home "Sagamore Hill" is now a National Park.  Cove Neck had 300 residents in the 2000 census.  The majority of Cove Neck has 4 acre zoning although the area surrounding Tennis Court Road  is zoned 2 acres.   Cove Neck is an incorporated Village, managing may of its own services such as police, zoning, building and roads.
